· The most commanding motive is to preserve the "union of the whole."

· The North, South, East, and West all depend on each other.

· Unity leads to greater strength, resources, and security.

On Political Parties

Political Parties….

· create "animosity of one part against another."

· can lead to "riot and insurrection."

· opens "door to foreign influence and corruption."

On Foreign Affairs (International Relations)

· We should exercise "good faith and justice towards all nations."

· "Passionate attachments" will lead us into "quarrels and wars." 

· We should not get involved in Europe's affairs.

· "Steer clear of permanent alliances with any portion of the foreign world."
